· Kim informed the group that it is mandatory for each director to attend on training annually. She presented the group with several options for training in the 2009 year:

· National Conference in San Diego – June, North Carolina Conference – May, West Virginia Conference – July

· It was decided that the “state conference” for Virginia’s Senior Corps directors will be the West Virginia conference. 
· Chris asked that two directors volunteer to be on the planning committee for the WVA conference. All planning will be done via tele-conference, no traveling involved. 

· Chris will forward the conference details to directors when she receives it. 

· Each Association member is asked to bring a talent, skill, or specialty that we can share as training for future meetings.
